Introduction 
Please read through these Terms and Conditions, sign and return with your member Intake Form. 
The terms and conditions here aim to make your experience with Warrior Boxing Gym as seamless as possible and to ensure that you best service possible. Warrior Boxing Gym reserve the right to review and adjust these terms at its sole discretion at any time. 
Section 1 – Been prepared for your session - Please arrive promptly 5 minutes prior to commencing training so that your session can start on time. This is for parents or boxers to pay their fees, get ready prepared to train or communicate with their coach anything that needs to be shared. Once the session has commenced Parents and carers are not to stay during their child’s session
Please have all the correct equipment with you this includes – Boxing Gloves, Hand Wraps, Water Bottle, appropriate footwear Trainers or Boxing Boots and if required Head Guard and Mouth Guard also. Warrior boxing are not responsible for the loss or damage of any boxer’s property.
Please remove any jewellery and piercings before a session. 
Section 3 – Payments and Public Holidays.
All fees are to be paid in advance for 4 weeks. If you are away on the date fees are due, you will be expected to pay the fees backdated on your next training session. This will either be cash or bank transfer; you can discuss this with your coach the preferred method. 
On the public holidays Warrior Boxing Gym will be closed. When this occurs, there is no discount in fees however on occasional Saturday morning sparring sessions and weekend events you will not be expecting to pay more this is part of your club fees. 
There is an exception to the public holidays at Christmas where the club will close for 2 weeks, and no fees are paid at this time.
All boxers are required to pay a $30 insurance fee on the initial date they start the club. This is then paid yearly every January. 
We offer a 20% discount for three or more family members joining from the same household.
Section 4 - Missed Sessions
If you are unable to make a training session, please notify us as soon as possible.
Medical emergency or illness/injury 
When cancelling due to serious legitimate illness/injury and medical attention has been sought, please provide Warrior Boxing Gym a Medical Certificate and reasonable notice prior to waiver the fees. Please note: If this is not provided, full fees will still need to be paid. In the case of serious emergency this will be at the discretion of Warrior Boxing Gym to review this situation and consider if the fees are waived.
Where a medical certificate has been provided any fees that have been paid upfront will be put in credit for the following month or when your training recommences. We cannot offer refunds.




	Section 5- COVID-19, Illness, and Injury  
Please DO NOT attend your session if any of the following apply: 
· You have tested positive for COVID-19 
· You are currently experiencing COVID or COLD FLU-like symptoms (e.g., fever, cough, sore throat, shortness of breath, runny nose, fatigue, diarrhoea, vomiting or nausea, loss of smell and/or taste). In this case, please stay home and get tested. 
· Illness & Injury 
If you are injured and unable to carry out boxing related activities or unwell you should not attend your session.
Section 4 – Privacy 
The information you provide here or in person at any point to Warrior Boxing Gym staff will be treated confidentially. This confidentiality is only broken if we are required to mandatory report any information that you disclose that is of serious harm to yourself or a child or where a serious crime has been committed.
